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II. DETAILED INFORMATION ABOUT THE FUNDING
OPPORTUNITY

II.A. Program Description

Applications to the Fiscal Year 2023 (FY23) Rare Cancers Research Program (RCRP) are being
solicited by the U.S. Army Medical Research Acquisition Activity (USAMRAA) using
delegated authority provided by United States Code, Title 10, Section 4001 (10 USC 4001). The
execution management agent for this program announcement is the Congressionally Directed
Medical Research Programs (CDMRP) at the U.S. Army Medical Research and Development
Command (USAMRDC). The RCRP was initiated in 2020 to provide support for research of
exceptional scientific merit in the area of rare cancers research. Appropriations for the RCRP
from FY20 through FY22 totaled $42.5 million (M). The FY23 appropriation is $17.5M.

In FY20, the Defense Appropriations Act provided $7.5M to the Department of Defense (DOD)
to support rare cancers research, thus establishing the RCRP. The rare cancers research Topic
Area was first introduced as a congressionally directed research topic under the Peer Reviewed
Cancer Research Program (PRCRP) in FY 19, although the PRCRP has historically funded
research on rare cancers since FY09. In addition to the PRCRP, the CDMRP also manages
seven cancer-specific programs as directed by Congress for research in breast cancer, kidney
cancer, lung cancer, melanoma, ovarian cancer, pancreatic cancer, and prostate cancer. Various
subtypes of these cancers, based on their site-specific origin classifications, are rare in nature.

FY23 RCRP definition of rare cancers: Cancers affecting 6 or fewer persons per 100,000 per
year in the United States. Applicants will be required to provide a justification statement
explaining the relevance of the investigated cancer types/subtypes that fall under the RCRP’s
definition of rare cancers.

The proposed research must be relevant to active-duty Service Members, Veterans, military
beneficiaries, and/or the American public.

II.A.1. FY23 RCRP Focus Areas

To be considered for funding, applications for the FY23 RCRP Concept Award must address at
least one of the three Focus Areas listed below:

o Biology: Identify disease-defining molecular pathways, cell context, and microenvironment.

e Research Model: Develop and validation of rare tumor-specific models that can support
clinical trial readiness.

e Therapy: Identify novel therapeutic strategies, including drug repurposing.
II.A.2. Award History

The RCRP Concept Award mechanism was first offered in FY20. Since then, 363 Concept
Award applications have been received, and 43 have been recommended for funding.



I1.B. Award Information

The FY23 RCRP Concept Award supports highly innovative, untested, potentially
groundbreaking novel concepts in rare cancers. The Concept Award is not intended to support
an incremental progression of an already established research project; instead, it allows Principal
Investigators (PIs) the opportunity to pursue serendipitous observations. Preliminary data are
not required. This award mechanism supports high-risk studies that have the potential to reveal
entirely new avenues for investigation. Applications must describe how the new idea will
enhance the existing knowledge of rare cancers or develop an innovative and novel course of
investigation. Research completed through a Concept Award may generate sufficient
preliminary data to enable the PI to prepare an application for future research.

Reviewers will be blinded to the identity of the PI, collaborator(s), and their organization(s).
Refer to Section I1.D.2.b.i, Full Application Guidelines, for more information.

The types of awards made under the program announcement will be assistance agreements. An
assistance agreement is appropriate when the federal government transfers a “thing of value” to a
“state, local government,” or “other recipient” to carry out a public purpose of support or
stimulation authorized by a law of the United States instead of acquiring property or service for
the direct benefit and use of the U.S. government. An assistance agreement can take the form of
a grant or cooperative agreement. The level of involvement on the part of the DOD during
project performance is the key factor in determining whether to award a grant or cooperative
agreement. If “no substantial involvement” on the part of the funding agency is anticipated, a
grant award will be made (31 USC 6304). Conversely, if substantial involvement on the part of
the funding agency is anticipated, a cooperative agreement will be made (31 USC 6305), and the
award will identify the specific substantial involvement. Substantial involvement may include,
but is not limited to, collaboration, participation, or intervention in the research to be performed
under the award. The award type, along with the start date, will be determined during the
negotiation process.

A congressionally mandated Metastatic Cancer Task Force was formed for the purpose of
identifying ways to help accelerate clinical and translational research aimed at extending the
lives of advanced state and recurrent patients. As a member of the Metastatic Cancer Task
Force, the CDMRP encourages applicants to review the recommendations
(https://www.health.mil/Reference-Center/Congressional-Testimonies/2018/05/03/Metatatic-
Cancer-Research) and submit research ideas to address these recommendations, provided they
are within the limitations of this funding opportunity and fit within the FY23 RCRP Focus Areas.

Collaborations between researchers at military or Veteran institutions and non-military
institutions are strongly encouraged. These relationships can leverage knowledge, infrastructure,
and access to unique clinical populations that the partners bring to the research effort, ultimately
advancing cancer research that is of significance to the Warfighter, military families, and the
American public.

The anticipated direct costs budgeted for the entire period of performance for an FY23 RCRP
Concept Award should not exceed $100,000. Refer to Section II.D.5, Funding Restrictions, for
detailed funding information.
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Awards will be made no later than September 30, 2024. For additional information refer to
Section II.F.1, Federal Award Notices.

The CDMRP expects to allot approximately $3.20M to fund approximately 20 Concept Award
applications. Funding of applications received is contingent upon the availability of federal
funds for this program as well as the number of applications received, the quality and merit of
the applications as evaluated by scientific and programmatic review, and the requirements of
the government. Funds to be obligated on any award resulting from this funding opportunity
will be available for use for a limited time period based on the fiscal year of the funds. It is
anticipated that awards made from this FY23 funding opportunity will be funded with FY23
Sfunds, which will expire for use on September 30, 2029.

Research Involving Human Data, Human Anatomical Substances, Human Subjects, or
Human Cadavers: All DOD-funded research involving new and ongoing research with human
data, human anatomical substances, human subjects, or human cadavers must be reviewed and
approved by the USAMRDC Office of Human and Animal Research Oversight (OHARO),
Office of Human Research Oversight (OHRO), prior to research implementation. This
administrative review requirement is in addition to the local Institutional Review Board (IRB) or
Ethics Committee (EC) review. Local IRB/EC approval at the time of application submission is
not required; however, local IRB/EC approval is necessary prior to OHRO review. Allow up to
3 months to complete the OHRO regulatory review and approval process following submission
of all required and complete documents to the OHRO. Refer to the General Application
Instructions, Appendix 1, and the OHARO web page https://mrdc.health.mil/index.cfm/
collaborate/research_protections/hrpo for additional information.

Clinical research encompasses research with patient samples, data, and interaction with patients
that may or may not be considered a clinical trial. For the purposes of this funding opportunity,
research that meets the definition of a clinical trial is distinct from clinical research. Clinical
research is observational in nature and includes: (1) Research that does not seek to evaluate the
effects of interventions. Research conducted with human subjects (or on material of human
origin such as data, tissues, specimens, and cognitive phenomena) for which an investigator (or
colleague) directly interacts with human subjects, but does not seek to assess the effects of an
intervention, qualifies as clinical research. Patient-oriented research may include but is not
limited to: (a) mechanisms of human disease, (b) diagnostic or detection studies (e.g., biomarker
or imaging), (c) health disparity studies, and (d) development of new technologies.

(2) Epidemiologic and behavioral studies that do not seek to study the safety, effectiveness,
and/or efficacy outcomes of an intervention. (3) Outcomes research and health services research
that do not fit under the definition of clinical trial. Excluded from the definition of clinical
research are in vitro studies that utilize human tissues that cannot be linked to a living individual.
Note: Studies that meet the requirements for exemption under §46.104(d)(4) of the Common
Rule are not considered clinical research as defined by CDMRP. Exemption category 4 refers to
secondary research for which consent is not required.

Clinical trials are not allowed. A clinical trial is defined as a research study in which one or
more human subjects are prospectively assigned to one or more interventions (which may
include a placebo or another control) to evaluate the effects of the interventions on biomedical or
behavioral health-related outcomes.
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The FY23 RCRP Concept Award is designed for preliminary investigations. Research involving
human subjects or specimens must be either exempt under Title 32, Code of Federal Regulations
(CFR), Part 219, Section 104(d) (32 CFR 219.104[d]) or eligible for expedited review (21 CFR
56.110). Exemption or expedited status is first determined by the IRB of record. Investigators
must review their institutional requirements and guidelines for filing with the IRB for exempt or
expedited status. Studies that do not qualify for exempt or expedited status will be
administratively withdrawn.

Use of DOD or Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) Resources: If the proposed research
involves access to active-duty military and/or VA patient populations and/or DOD or VA
resources or databases, the application must describe the access at the time of submission and
include a plan for maintaining access as needed throughout the proposed research. Refer to
Section I1.D.2.b.1i, Full Application Submission Components, for detailed information. Refer to
the General Application Instructions, Appendix 1, for additional information.

Research Involving Animals: All research funded by the FY23 RCRP Concept Award
involving new and ongoing research with animals must be reviewed and approved by the
USAMRDC OHARO Animal Care and Use Review Office (ACURO), in addition to the local
Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (IACUC) of record. TACUC approval at the time
of submission is not required. Allow at least 3 to 4 months for ACURQO regulatory review and
approval processes for animal studies. Refer to the General Application Instructions,
Appendix 1, for additional information.

Guidelines for Animal Research: All projects should adhere to a core set of standards for
rigorous study design and reporting to maximize the reproducibility and translational potential of
preclinical research. The standards are described in SC Landis et al., 2012, A call for transparent
reporting to optimize the predictive value of preclinical research, Nature 490:187-191
(www.nature.com/nature/journal/v490/n7419/full/nature11556.html). While these standards are
written for preclinical studies, the basic principles of randomization, blinding, sample-size
estimation, and data handling derive from well-established best practices in clinical studies.
Applicants should consult the ARRIVE guidelines 2.0 (Animal Research: Reporting In Vivo
Experiments) to ensure relevant aspects of rigorous animal research are adequately planned for
and, ultimately, reported. The ARRIVE guidelines 2.0 can be found at
https://arriveguidelines.org/arrive-guidelines.

I1.C. Eligibility Information
I1.C.1. Eligible Applicants

II.C.1.a. Organization: All organizations, including foreign organizations, foreign public
entities, and international organizations, are eligible to apply.

Government Agencies Within the United States: Local, state, and federal government
agencies are eligible to the extent that applications do not overlap with their fully funded internal
programs. Such agencies are required to explain how their applications do not overlap with their
internal programs.
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As applications for this program announcement may be submitted by extramural and intramural
organizations, these terms are defined below.

Extramural Organization: An eligible non-DOD organization. Examples of extramural
organizations include academic institutions, biotechnology companies, foundations, federal
government organizations other than the DOD, and research institutes.

Intramural DOD Organization: A DOD laboratory, DOD military treatment facility, and/or
DOD activity embedded within a civilian medical center. Intramural Submission: An
application submitted by a DOD organization for an intramural investigator working within a
DOD laboratory or military treatment facility or in a DOD activity embedded within a civilian
medical center.

The USAMRAA makes awards to eligible organizations, not to individuals.
I1.C.1.b. Principal Investigator

Investigators at or above the level of postdoctoral fellow (or equivalent) are eligible to be named
as a PI on an RCRP Concept Award application.

An eligible PI, regardless of ethnicity, nationality, or citizenship status, must be employed by or
affiliated with an eligible organization.

The CDMRP strongly encourages all PIs to participate in a digital identifier initiative through
Open Researcher and Contributor ID, Inc. (ORCID). Registration for a unique ORCID identifier
can be done online at https://orcid.org/.

I1.C.2. Cost Sharing
Cost sharing/matching is not an eligibility requirement.
I1.C.3. Other

Organizations must be able to access .gov and .mil websites in order to fulfill the financial and
technical deliverable requirements of the award and submit invoices for payment.

For general information on required qualifications for award recipients, refer to the General
Application Instructions, Appendix 3.

Refer to Section I1.H.2, Administrative Actions, for a list of administrative actions that may be
taken if a pre-application or application does not meet the administrative, eligibility, or ethical
requirements defined in this program announcement.

IL.D. Application and Submission Information

Submission of applications that are essentially identical or propose essentially the same
research project to different funding opportunities within the same program and fiscal year is
prohibited and will result in administrative withdrawal of the duplicative application(s).

Inclusion of classified research data within the application and/or proposing research of which
the anticipated outcomes may be classified or deemed sensitive to national security concerns
may result in application withdrawal. Refer to the General Application Instructions Appendix 2,
Section E.

IL.D.1. eBRAP and Grants.gov

The electronic Biomedical Research Application Portal (eBRAP) (https://ebrap.org) is a
secure web-based system that allows Pls to submit their pre-applications, view and verify
extramural full applications submitted to Grants.gov (https://grants.gov), receive
communications from the CDMRP, and submit documentation during award negotiations and
throughout the period of performance. eBRAP also allows intramural organizations to submit
full applications following pre-application submission.

Grants.gov is a federal system required to be utilized by agencies to receive and process
extramural grant applications. Full applications may only be submitted to Grants.gov after
submission of a pre-application through eBRAP.

The application title, e BRAP log number, and all information for the PI, Business Official(s),
performing organization, and contracting organization must be consistent throughout the
entire pre-application and full application submission process. Inconsistencies may delay
application processing and limit or negate the ability to view, modify, and verify the application

IL.D.2.a. Step 1: Pre-Application Submission Content

During the pre-application process, eBRAP assigns each submission a unique log number.
This unique eBRAP log number is required during the full application submission process.

To begin the pre-application process, first select whether the submitting organization is
extramural or intramural, then confirm your selection or cancel. Incorrect selection of
extramural or intramural submission type will delay processing.

If an error has been made in the selection of extramural versus intramural and the pre-application
submission deadline has passed, the PI or Business Official must contact the eBRAP Help Desk
at help@eBRAP.org or 301-682-5507 to request a change in designation.

LOIs are
used for program planning purposes only (e.g., reviewer recruitment) and will not be
reviewed during either the peer or programmatic review sessions. An invitation to submit is
not required.

Tab 6 — Submit Pre-Application

This tab must be completed for the pre-application to be accepted and processed.

IL.D.2.b. Step 2: Full Application Submission Content

The CDMRP cannot make allowances/exceptions to its policies for submission problems
encountered by the applicant organization using system-to-system interfaces with Grants.gov.

Each application submission must include the completed full application package for this
program announcement. The full application package is submitted by the Authorized
Organizational Representative through Grants.gov (https://grants.gov/) for extramural
organizations or through eBRAP (https://ebrap.org/) for intramural organizations. See Table 1
below for more specific guidelines.
